Of course, we have many mental events that are not immediately accessible to our
awarcness, They happen so [ast, or they are so subtle or complicated or even conlused,
that they don't risc clearly Lo the surlace. Scll-talk can be scen as thoughts ol a higher
order. Such thoughts take the form ol language.

These thoughts are olien a result of deeper, unconscious thinking or mental activity.
It is as if they rise to the surface from the bottom of the mind. But, interestingly, we
can actually impact our deeper, unconscious thinking by influencing our own self-talk.
It works both ways. Our deep thoughts give rise to our self-talk and our self-talk can
influence our deep thoughts. Hence the point of this beok, that we can affect our
thinking and. when we do this effectively, can improve, among other things, our
influential leadership skills.

It can be right on point, sorling oul
plans and alternatives. It can be very productive. When your son's grade school teacher
listens carefully as he recites the times tables and savs to herselt, "Oh, he's inverting
the six and seven times-tables,” that's not harmiul scli-lalk. We are all gratelul for it.

Scl-talk can also be the voice ol cgo. It can be destructive, llowing [rom or
reinforcing our fears and cravings and therefore blinding and deafening us (o other
people and what is really geing on around us.

PASSAGE 2:

A study. in the Journal of Personality and Social Psychology, traced psvchological
development in 111 graduates of a private women's college. Participants completed
questionnaires at five points between ages 21 and 60. Their psychological maturity
was rated on a variety of scales.

Some women., dubbed conservers by the rescarchers, successiully sought the
sceurity of marriage, lamily lile, and traditionally female occupations., Conservers
reporied dealing well with daily situations and with other people, said psyvchologist
Ravenna Ilclson and graduaic student Sanjay Srivastava, both of the Universily of
California, Berkeley. Conservers muted both their positive and negative feclings, They
were mostly satisfied with their lives and had little desire to pursue novel challenges.
One such woman, Cathy. became a wife and mother soon atter graduation. She worked
outside the home when her husband experienced professional difficulties and now
helps to run several volunteer groups.

A second group, called achievers, cherished social recognition and career
advancement. Achievers reported a sense of mastery of everyday challenges. Over
time, they underwent considerable personal growth and developed insight into their
lives. They took a creative approach to tulfilling tasks at work. At the same time,
achievers' intimate relationships sometimes suffered as a result of their emphasis on
professional goals. One achiever, Andrea, went [rom college 1o graduate school 1o a
prolessional carcer. She overcame an addiction while ascending the corporate ladder.
she married al age 40, when she [elt she had her lile under conirol. Andrea and her
husband had no children but satislying carcers. Andrca now says she's overcome
[celings of worthlessness that began in childhood.

The ancient Chinese art of Tieng Shui has been adopted by modern designers as a way
ol creating environments which feel comforiable and  harmonious. Originally
developed as a means of planning the perfect agricultural system in harmony with the
forces ol nature, Feng Shui has been wsed for centurics lo improve the physical
surroundings in which people live and to maintain balance in their lives. Those
principles of I'eng Shui that are beneficial in the organization of outdoor environments
can also be used in the design of areas inside the house such as the bedroom, which is
considered to be the most important room in the house.

Finding the best position for the bed is very important. The main rule of bed
positioning is never to have the foot of the bed directly facing the door. That is what is
known as the 'death position'. Traditionally, the dead were laid out with their feet
pointing towards the door to give them betler access to heaven. (It also made 1t casicr
for the living (o carry them out.) Ideally, vou should position the bed diagonally
opposile the door, with the head against a wall, not a window. Avoid pulting the bed

lurther. at this meta-psychological level, positive psychology offers a different lens
through which to study and understand psychological phenomena. Qur decisions about
which phenomena to study or not study are inescapably value-based. and the implicit
value base of much business-as-usual psychology is that the negative is more worthy
of investigation than the positive. Indeed, the negative has a pervasive and immediate
allure, and it is this that has shaped the questions of psychological inquiry (ypically o
become those of "What 1s broken?" "What docesn't work?" "What needs (o be [ixed?”
and "How can we [ix 117" On the other hand, positive psychology asks “whal works,
what i right, and what is improving?", Building (rom this {urther, we¢ can then ask
broader guestions, such as "TTow can we take what we have learned here, generalize it,

and apply it more broadly to cnable more people to improve their lives?" As such,
positive psychology shills the implicit value basis ol psychological inquiry rom only a
deficit-focus to also an asset-focus, and thereby reveals what is often new and fertile
ground for investigation.

Overall. then, at this meta-psychological level of understanding positive
psychology, we have argued that positive psychology: first, has the aim of redressing
what is perceived as an imbalance in the study of the positive relative to the negative;
second, has provided a structure and language that permits communication,
understanding, and relation between diverse areas of psvchological inquiry and
application that were not possible belore; and third, oflers a diflerent lens through
which 10 view the remit ol psychological investigation and practice, calling up a
different set ol questions 1o those which business-as-usual psychology has dealt with.,
Iowever, as we illustrate in more detail below, the big challenge now facing positive
psychology is to carry this metapsychological perspective forward inte the synthesis of
positive and negative aspects of human experience. such that we really might enjoy a
unified, synthesized psychology.

PASSAGE 5:

Another aspect of synchrony is that people olien try to validate their opinions 1o those
of others. That is, people like to see others as having similar ideas or worldviews as
they have themselves, because this informs people that they are correct and their
worldvicws arc justilied. One way in which people can justily their worldvicws is by

assuming that. as long as their conversations run smeothly, their interaction partners
probably agrce with them. This idca was tested by rescarchers using video
observations. Participants imagined being one out of three people in a video clip who
had either a fluent conversation or a conversation in which flow was disrupted by a
bricl silence. Except lor the silence, the videos were identical. Aller walching the
video. participants were asked to what extent the people in the video agreed with each
other. Participants who walched the fTuent conversation rated agreement to be higher
than participants watching the conversation that was disrupted by a silence, even
though participants were not consciously aware of the disruption. It appears that the
subjective feeling ol being out of syne informs people ol possible disagreemcents,
regardless of the content of the conversation.

Because people are generally so well-trained in having smooth conversations, any
disruption of this flow indicates that something is wrong either interpersonally or
within the group as a whole. Consequently, people who do not talk very easily may be
incorrcetly understood as being less agrecable than those who have no dilliculty
keeping up a conversation. On a societal level. one could even imagine that a lack of
conversational low may hamper ihe integration of immigrants who have nol
completely mastered the language of their new countrv vet. In a similar sense, the
ever-increasing number of online conversations may be disrupted by
misinierpretations and anxiety thal arce produced by insuperable delays in the Internet
connection. Keeping in mind the effects of conversational flow for feelings of
belonging and validation may help one o be prepared o avoid such misunderstandings
in future conversations.

PASSAGE 6:

The loss of scll~consciousness that happens when you are completely absorbed in an
activity—intellectual, social, or physical—is described in psychology as a staic ol low.
It is called flow because people regularly describe the experience as similar to drifting
along with the flow of a river. You don’t have to be an Olympic swimmer or star
musician to experience flow. In order to achieve flow, you must experience an activity
as voluntary and enjovable, and it must require skill and present an achievable
challenge, with the goal being success. You must feel as though yvou have control and
receive immediate feedback about your performance with room for growth. Thus, vou
can achieve tlow while reading a good book or while fixing yvour car.

A growing body ol rescarch supports the notion that by conlronting and mectling
challenges, anyone can create [low in their life. What this means is that we should not
aim for a life without stress or tension becausce these pressurcs actually encourage us (o
strive Loward scll-fulfillment, or the achicvement ol our hopes and ambitions.

Scientists such as Mihaly Csikszentmihalyi {pronounced: me-hay chick-sent-me-
hay) study the impact of flow states on human happiness, productivity, and success. In
one study. 250 high-flow and low-flow teenagers were asked to report on their feelings
and activities at regular intervals. 'The high-flow teenagers generally reported more
time spent on hobbies. sports, and homework. and measured higher levels of self-
esteem and engagement. Interestingly, however, thev self-reported lower levels of tun
than the low-flow teenagers. Apparently, high-flow teenagers see their low-tlow peers
as experiencing more fun engaging in low-tlow amusements, such as video games,
TV, and socializing. Howevcer, the high-[low leenagers end up having grealer long-
tcrm happiness as well as success in school, social relationships. and carcers.
