sclection, and control, [dentification of potential capital budgeting projects can be
initiated by top management or. more commeonly, come about as a result of an
opportunity presented by middle or lower management. Open communication between
various management levels during which company goals and sirategics arc shared 1s
usually the key to identifying projects. While project initiation is decentralized. capital
allocation remains highly centralized.

Some of Enron's dealings raised serious questions about whether this rule was
effectively met.

I‘or example, from 1997 1o 2001, Linron did not consolidate an SPL: called Chewceo.
In 1997, Inron and the Calilfornia Public Emplovees™ Retirement Sysiem (CalPLRS)
were joint venture partners in an ofl-balance sheel invesiment vehicle called Joint
Fnergy Development Limited Partnership (JTDI}, To enable CalPERS to cash out ity
investment in JEDI in order to invest in a larger Lnron ventlure, Andrew Fastow, the
then Chiel Financial Oflicer at Lnron, and others at Lnron formed an SPE called
Chewco to buy CalPERS® interest in JEDI. Thus. Enron was able to continue
accounting for JEDI as an off-balance-sheet entity on the basis that the holdings by
Enron staff members and related parties constitute outside capital at risk. According to
SEC mvestigations, l'astow, secretly controlled Chewco. llence, a serious question
arose as to whether Enron, through a related party, had effective control over major
operating and [financial policics of Chewceo. Further, Enron and its related SPEs
provided guarantces and cash collateral on buank [unding o Chewceo, indicating that
cquily at risk was cllectively borne by Lnron rather than independent third partics. In
November 2001, both Enron and its auditors, Andersen. concluded that Chewco was
an SPE without sufficient outside equity and should have been consolidated. The
retroactive consolidation of Cheweo from 1997 through 2001 had an astounding effect
on the financial statements. Profits decreased by a total of 5403 million over the period
of restatement and additional debt of $711 million was recognized on the balance sheet
in 1997,
