Drama therapy is a creative arts therapy method that integrates role play, stonies,
improvisation and other techniques taken from the theater with the theories and methods of
therapy. The result is an active, experiential process that draws on the child's capacity for
play, utilizing it as a central means of accessing and expressing feelings, gaining insight,
practicing successful approaches to difficult situations. Drama therapists also assess children
