Recent research in Ireland shows that most children will not tell adults that they are
being bullied. In post-primary schools, 84% of victims said they had not told their
teachers and 66% did not tell anyone at home. A survey of over 1000 post primary
students in the North Eastern Health Board area shows that only 46% of victims had
told a teacher, and 33% had told a parent.

PASSAGE 2:

Autistic spectrum disorder (ASD) is diagnosed where a triad of behaviour patterns,
including delayed or atypical social interaction (verbal and/or non-verbal) and rigid.
ritualistic behaviour is observed over a prolonged period of time. The number of
children diagnosed with ASD is rising and is now estimated to be as high as 1:100.
Causes are thought to include genetic as well as environmental factors, although the
exact aetiology is not yet established.

Although there is evidence of high levels of appropriate and very good parenting
among parents of children diagnosed with ASD, these parents suffer more stress than
parents of children with special health care needs or other developmental disorders.

the impact of parenting a child diagnosed with ASD, with mothers generally reporting
more stress and depressive symptoms than fathers. No ethnic/cultural differences have
been found relating to stress levels when caring for a child diagnosed with ASD,
according to Blacher & Mclntyre. With the exception of Montes and Halterman there
is not much research that compares the psychological health of parents of children
diagnosed with ASD with the general population. They found that in the 2003 National
Survey of Children's Health, 364 of the 61.772 participating children were identified
on the autism spectrum and that mothers of these children were more likely to report
poor/fair mental health than the general population, although these mothers also were
more likely to report coping well with parent tasks and having close relationships.
Interestingly, a number of studies found that professionals and parents disagree on the
causes of stress.

There is little information on the impact of living with a child diagnosed with ASD
on the whole family, although divorce rates of 82% have been estimated among these
families. and Bromley. Hare. Davison and Emerson found that one in three families of
children diagnosed with ASD were headed by lone parents.

PASSAGE 3:

Clinical psychology is currently the most popular and predominant specialization
within psychology. It was not always this way. The beginning of psychology as a
distinct profession is typically dated to the founding of Wilhelm Wundt's
Psychological Institute in 1879. Wundt might today be classified more specifically as a
cognitive or perceptual psychologist. In any case. clinical psychology was not a central

or important interest of most of the early, original European or American
psychologists who studied with Wundt.

By the time of the first meeting of the American Psychological Association (APA)
in 1892, only a minority of American psychologists would be described as having
interests consistent with today's clinical psychologists. The beginning of the explicit
specialization of clinical psychology is often attributed to the child psychologist
Lightner Witmer. who is credited with founding the first psychological clinic in
Pennsylvania in 1896. analogous to the founding of the first laboratory by Wundt.
Witmer called for the development of a profession of clinical psychology in the
prescient inaugural issue of his journal, 7he Psychological Clinic (Witmer,1907).
However, as indicated by the psychology historian Benjamin (1996), "his words often
fell on deaf ears".

Morton Prince, however, did share Witmer's vision. "Prince is said to have created
the modern tradition of psychopathology and psychotherapy in the United States"
(Hilgard, 1987). Prince was a physician by education but a psychologist by preference.
He founded the Jowrnal of Abnormal Psychology in 1906. "It was the first journal of
its kind with an emphasis on experimental psychopathology” (Hilgard, 1987). Ernest
Jones. the analyst and Sigmund Freud's biographer. was an early associate editor.
Prince also founded the Harvard Psychological Clinic in 1927 and directed it within
the university's psychology department. Upon his death two vears later. his "young"
assistant, Henry Murray, assumed its leadership. Murray (1956) stated that just prior to
his death, Prince indicated that “I want no other monument than the Psychological
Clinic”.
