PASSAGE I:

A range of factors influences the development of posttraumatic stress symptoms in
children following a disaster, including gender, extent of destruction, perceived threat,
and the loss of a friend or loved one. On the other hand. age has not been found to be
associated with disaster-related posttraumatic stress. However, age may influence
children's understanding of disasters: for example. vounger children may hold magical
beliefs about disasters. such as storms having intentions. Age may also influence
children's understanding of their symptoms. with older children more able to identify
disaster-related thoughts as unwanted and intrusive.

School-based interventions are etfective in {facilitating children's recovery
following a disaster. Usual school activities should be resumed as soon as possible: in
addition to the bencelits ol the re-cstablishment of routine, the school community
cncourages engagement n appropriate memorial rituals and pro-social activitics.
School-based interventions are also well placed o promote social connectedness, low
levels of which arc associaled with more severe PTSD (postiraumatic stress disordcer)
svmptoms in children following a disaster.
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Natural disasters are somewhat unusual in that they are experienced by all members
of the family, In addition to their experiences during the disaster itscll, children are
also affected by their parents' response to disasters. Thus. it is important to consider
the family unit as well as the individual when assessing and treating mental health
problems. ‘There is some evidence to suggest that mothers' and fathers'
psychopathology may play differential roles in influencing their children's mental
health; children's depression and posttraumatic stress symptoms may be more closely
related to their mother's depression and father's posttraumatic stress symptoms
respectively.

Difficulties arise in any relationship when it is perceived as being one-sided. that is.
when one person feels that the other has more power and that there is little they can do
to influence what happens. In the relationship between patient and dietitian the
dietitian is in the authoritative position as the health professional and the patient is in
the less powerlul position as the person scecking help. It is important for the diclitian 1o
be awarce ol this imbalance. It is also important lor her (0 recognise that her patient

docs have power, however limited. As well as the patient needing help [rom the
dictitian, the dictitian also nceds something from her patient, for example, their
attention and co-operation. When this mutuality can be appreciated by the dietitian she
is more able to foster a mutually fulfilling relationship. ller attitude towards her
patients and her perception of her role as a dietitian fundamentallv affect her ability to
develop a helping relationship.

As well as her approach. the circumstances in which the dietitian and patient meet
also affect the development ot a helping relationship. The length of time thev spend
together and the privacy available are just two examples. To patients it may seem that
they have little opportunity to talk [recely. Similarly the dictitian may think she has
litte time o listen Lully.

Feelings of disillusionment, then, may develop lor both patient and dictitian with
cach atlributing power to the other, yet neither experiencing this for themselves, Tach
may have thoughts such as 'There's not much peint in meeting again' and "What am 1
doing this (job} for?'. Aggressive or manipulative behavior may be used in an attempt
to counteract the feelings of powerlessness. and may result in blame, recrimination and
a high degree of non-compliance. Patients may vote with their feet and not keep the
next appointment. and the dietitian may heave a sigh of relief that a patient has
defaulted. Clearly when this happens a helping relationship has not been established.

Rescarch shows that the counsclor’s personalily is the most crucial factor in
counseling, While clfective counsclors are not limited to one personalily type, cerlain
qualities have been found to be essential to effective counseling. I'ortunately. for the
person who reacts to the counselor even before any counseling takes place, these are
characteristics that can be developed. In addition to the belief that the most significant
resource a counselor brings to the relationship is herself; the most significant variable
15 that the counselor understands herself. However, the therapist is superior to any
theory. no matter how elegantly postulated.

The counselor must be genuine. The counselee must sense that the counselor
respects him and 15 genuinely concerned aboul him as a person. This need 1s
heighiened in the urban sciing. There, counsclees have ollen expericneed disrespect
and denigration in their dealings with "professionals” ol all kindy: teachers, doctors,
lawyers, and others.

Closcly connecled to genuinencss 1s ecmpathy, Empathy 1s the ability 1o place
oneself in another person's position. A Native American proverh states that one person
should not criticize another until he has walked a mile in the other's moccasins. One
can only convey one's understanding of the counselee's problem through this basic
quality of empathic understanding. Though you can never completely understand the
counselee's predicament, vou must come as close as vou possibly can. Avoid saving
things like "l know exactly what you are going through.” This is especially important
in cross-cultural counseling situations. A white counselor from a middle-class
background does not know cxactly what a poor minorily person 18 experieneing, nor
docs an Alrican Auncrican counsclor automatically know whal 4 recenl Asian or
