Despite the well-documented benefits of physical activity to health, fitness and normal
growth and development of young people, an increasing proportion of the childhood
population is overweight or obese. It is apparent that lip-service is being paid to the
area, and in particular, physical activity and body composition. This lack of awareness
and inaction appears to be most pronounced in relation to children of pre-school age.

Of particular concern is that many young children do not participate in appropriate
levels of physical activity.

The use of banned substances in sport makes it hard to get really enthusiastic about the
Olympics, because it is clear that for everyone who is caught there are a bunch more
who evade detection. But which ones? It is hard to catch even textbook cases using
known substances, let alone truly elite competitors who use stuff that testing agencies
do not even know exists. Some sports, like professional cycling, are so obviously
soaked in chemicals that everyone has simply agreed to look the other way.

The Olympics ought to get more exciting as performance improves. The use of
performance-enhancing drugs does not cheapen athletic performance, per se. The real
problem is that the use of certain substances is cheating under the current rules.
Perhaps we should change the rules of athletic competition to accommodate the wishes
of athletes and the public. If athletes still think it is worthwhile to compete in drug-

It might be better to end the hypocrisy and secrecy by lifting all restrictions on
performance-enhancing drugs.

Perhaps all substances should be allowed. provided that athletes
disclose all of their drug use. Under such a system drug testing would continue and
athletes would still be penalized for clandestine drug use. That way. at least everyone
would know where they stood. At the very least, such a full disclosure system would
tell young athletes, their parents, and the public something about the price of athletic
excellence.

PASSAGE 3:

In 1880, Jean-Martin Charcot, a French neurologist, examined the surprising
improvements in the condition of pilgrims suffering from Parkinson's disease. He
surmised that such improvements were attributable to the vibration from the horse-
drawn and railway carriages. Based on this idea he then developed a chair with a
helmet that vibrated electrically. Between 1890 and 1910. Charcot's ideas were
developed further by different therapists. G. Taylor (USA). G. Zander (Sweden), and J.
H. Kellogg (USA) produced different kinds of vibration therapy for the arms and back.
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In 1960, Dr. Biermann, a West German, published the paper 'Influence of cycloid
vibration massage on trunk flexion' in the American Journal of Physical Medicine.

In 1970, Professor Vladimir Nasarov developed a vibration training program as an
effective method for athletes. He observed an improvement in power and flexibility
using Biermann's ideas in practical exercises. A short time later. this localized
vibration training started to be used by the Russians in their space program to prevent
bone density changes in astronauts. They recognized that this new idea for exercise
had the potential to provide suitable countermeasures for preventing bone and muscle
loss for astronauts under microgravity conditions. Whole body vibration (WBV) was
later used to enhance the performance of Soviet athletes during their exercise training
(Nasarov & Spivak 1985). These two authors were the first to highlight the association
between strength and power development and whole-body or segment-focused
vibration training. They assumed that repetitive eccentric vibration loads with small
amplitudes would effectively enhance strength. because of a better synchronization of
motor units.
